Tournament Rules

This tournament is USBC certified and open to those current members of USBC who have paid their
local dues of $10.00 through MTCUSBCBA. NOTE: This tournament is being held in a secure
location. You must be granted clearance to gain access to the base and you also are required to
present a valid Driver License or Identification card the day of the tournament and be cleared to get
on the Base. Westover Air Reserve Base reserves the right to refuse admittance to anyone even if
pre-clearance was done. In the event of this or any other National Emergency where the gate denies
your entrance, you can request your entry fee be refunded.

Format: This is a singles tournament. 3 games will be bowled. Two sets of standings will be kept; one
for scratch and one for handicap.

Averages: To be eligible for the handicap division, entrants will use their highest MTCUSBCBA
yearbook average from 2010-2011 based on at least 21 games. Those without a 2010-2011 yearbook
average may use their highest 2010-2011 average from another verifiable source. The bowler must
provide the verifiable source information before they bowl to be eligible for the handicap division.
Those without a verifiable last year’s average, may use highest 2011 summer league average based
on at least 21 games. Lastly, a sport average for 2010-11 winter then summer may be used. All other
must bowl scratch. Misreporting or deliberately underreporting of averages will result in
disqualification from the handicap division.

Divisions: there are two divisions. Scratch & Handicap. All bowlers are automatically entered into both
divisions and are eligible for only one prize (the highest amount) in either division.

Handicap: The handicap is 90% of 230 scratch
Rerate: The 10 pin rule is not in effect.

There are 2 squads
a. Saturday, October 22, 2011, 1:30pm
b. Saturday, October 22, 2011, 3:30pm

Multiple participation is allowed, but the participant may only cash once on the prize list.

Entries close October 1, 2011 for any bowler without Westover Base access. Walk in entries are permitted
and entries will close for bowlers with Westover Base access 30 minutes prior to the start of each squad.
Check in is suggested 60 minutes before squad time to allow ample time for gate processing and clearance.
